A Photoshop comparison of this image with Database Code GPI.00 (0-4304)) shows the two images 
were taken from the same camera position.  This is the chronologically older photo and was shot in 
mid-1926:

(1) Only the old County Courthouse is visible on the left horizon.
(2) The sign in the foreground has an arrow at the top.
(3) Trees are fully leafed out.
(4) Shadows are long and extend to the left.
