The reverse of this print has George Masa’s handwritten note:  “You ever seen frozen Fog?  Here they 
are.”

The newspaper caption states:  On Cold mountain, 6,000 feet above sea level in Haywood County, 
George Masa took this picture of a “frozen cloud.”  Three inches of ice formed on this rhododendron 
shrub on one side of the stalks only.  This is a rare happening, as the cloud must be moving at the 
proper rate of speed and the temperature must be sufficiently cold to catch the mist and freeze it as 
shown above.  This picture was snapped on one of the hikes of the Carolina Mountain club members.
